From Japan, Mr. Kenii Ishizaka,
the programming director of ‘Asian Future’ section of Tokyo International Film Festival, and Mr. Tetsuya Bessho, actor
and founder of the Short Shorts Film Festival & Asia, will serve as Jury members.

Since 2007, the AFA has sought to highlight the best in Asian cinema to the world, and to promote Asian film culture
both regionally and internationally. Beginning in 2014, the Tokyo International Film Festival became a partner of the
Asian Film Awards Academy, along with the Hong Kong International Film Festival and Busan International Film
